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Erosion & Sediment Control Plan

Required for construction sites with land distributing activities
of one acre or more (NR 216 sub chapter 3)
Typically includes the following (at a minimum)

Flow diversion measures

Sediment trapping devices

Stabilization methods

General sequence of erosion & sediment control activities

The DESIGN ENGINEER is responsible for preparing the
Erosion & Sediment Control Plan
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Implementation Plan

Often not required by governmental agencies
Is required by WisDOT

Typically includes the following
Detailed sequence of erosion & sediment control activities
Additional Best Management Practices based on field conditions

The CONTRACTOR is responsible for preparing the
Implementation Plan
